The MSO 75™ Season concludes on April 11 with Beloved Beethoven & Bruch featuring native son,
violinist Andrew Dunlap, playing the lush and passionate piece Bruch’s Violin Concerto No. 1. And, MSO
kicks off an exciting new concert cycle: over the next nine years, every Beethoven Symphony will be
performed, beginning with Beethoven’s vibrant and thrilling first symphony.
